Not only does this new dance company boast a traditional Hip Hop dance team, DETROIT ALL-
STARS, but TDC dancers also specialize in Gospel Hip Hop and Liturgical dance, transcending 
lines of spirituality in today’s Hip Hop culture. “I believe that dance is an art form designed for 
enjoyment, entertainment and self-_expression, as much as it is to be used to praise God and 
minister to others,” says Webb.
